App Inventor Concepts -- ActivityStarter

The ActivityStarter component does something just like it sounds: it starts activities. What this
means is that the ActivityStarter component can be used to start other apps within your app.
Maybe you want to launch a web search of a term you type into a textbox or look for a location
on Google Maps. You can use the ActivityStarter to do this.
